STAFFORD

Mr Stafford. Thanks for your time. You were tasked with
creating the LEGO® version of the iconic Daily Bugle HQ, so
beloved by fans of the so-called ‘Spider-Man." What was your
approach?

Thanks for having me, Ben. The Bugle
tower has been part of mythos for so
long. | really wanted to capture that
authentic New York setting with features
like the water tower, the yellow taxi and
the newspaper stand. After that, | just
wanted to include as many heroes and as
much action as | could!

What kind of challenges did you face in creating the Bugle?
Well, we really wanted to show off the
interior of the building in some way and
show some classic Bugle scenes inside.
There was a lot of building and rebuilding,
and one day | was trying some things out
and came up with the idea of the
removable front windows. From that
moment, everything kind of clicked (no
pun intended)..
